DRAFT on 

the (1st) change of Regulation no 416/2002

to prevent  animal and human diseases and infected animal products from being brought to Iceland

Article 1.


The 2nd sentance in paragraph c of Article 3 will be deleted and changed to the following:


Import of pet food which has been treated according to following standards is allowed:

- dogschews of animal skin or leather which has been subject to heat treatment sufficient to kill pathogenic agents, especially salmonella.  

- canned pet food which has been heat treated in a hermetically sealed container with an Fc value of 3.0 or more.

- other pet food than mentioned above that has been heated to a core temperature of at least 90° C is allowed, provided that the raw material does not contain any of the following animals or animal products:

Article 2.


The 1st paragraph of Article 6 is changed to the following:


The Minister of Agriculture is authorized, upon receipt of a recommendation from the Chief Veterinary Officer, to permit importation of products covered by Article 3 of this Regulation, cf. Article 10 of Act no. 25/1993, on Animal Diseases and Prevention of  Animal Diseases, as amended, provided it is deemed to be proven that importing the product will not entail bringing in any contagious material or materials that can cause animal or human diseaes and the conditions for the authorization have been met.

Article 3.


This Regulation, which is set in accordance with Act no. 25/1993 on Animal Diseases and their Prevention, as amended, the Act on Veterinarians and Health Services for Animals no. 66/1998, as  amended, the Act on the Production, Pricing and Sales of Farm Products no. 99/1993, as amended, shall enter into force immediately. The Regulation is announced in accordance with Directive no. 98/34/EBE on Regulations concerning changes in presenting information because of technological standards and regulations.
