8. The draft replaces Regulation of 29 December 2000 no. 1595 concerning animal health conditions for import of canine semen into Norway. The intention is to prevent spread of contagious diseases through import. The conditions for import are:
          the donor dog shall be marked by tattoo or micro chip
          the semen shall be imported in a sealed container
          a health certificate shall be included
          the donor dog shall be vaccinated against leptospiroses or tested with negative results (not dogs resident in Iceland for the last six months)
          the donor shall be tested for brucellosis
          the donor shal be vaccinated against rabies (not dogs resident in rabies free countries for the last six months)
          dogs inseminated with the imported semen shall not be naturally mated in the same heat period
 

9. Till 1 January 2001 import of canine semen into Norway was forbidden, but the Norwegian Animal Health Authority routinely granted exemptions from the ban on applications. The excisting and draft regulations save the importers work and resources.
