5.  Draft regulation on textile care labelling of textile products
 

6.  Textile products except from products mentioned in Annex I. Garments made of other materials such as leather, plastic and similar materials.

8.  The new regulation is based on the regulation from 1975. Comparing the regulations from 1975 with the new regulation, only an adjustment of the scope of the regulations has been made. Textile products are covered by the new regulation except from textile products mentioned in Annex I. Textile products covered by Annex I are based on textile products in Annex B and Annex C to regulation on Fibre Labelling of Textile Products which are in accordance with Council Directive 86/74/EC and Commission Directive 97/37/EC. 
After an amendment, regulation on textile care labelling of textile products etc. and regulation on Fibre labelling of Textile Products are systemized approximately in the same way. This makes it easier to acquire knowledge of the content of the two regulations.
9. The Concumer Council has stated to the Ministry that our regulations on textile care labelling should also include upholstery because most furniture has upholstery that can be removed from the furniture. In addition there are removeable covers on childrens car seats, perambulators and baby bags. After a commenting round it has been suggested that other products should be included as well, like over mattress, sheet sleeping bags, bedspreads, blankets, rugs, carpets and covers to ironing tables, sleeping bags also have removable covers, and baby beds, playpens, cradles etc. The consumer should also know how to wash bleach, dry-clean, dry, iron, press or mangel such products. The best way to extend the number of products that must labelled with maintenance labelling is not to mention every product specifically, but to let the regulation comprise all textile products except from products mentioned in an Annex like Council Directive 86/74/EC and Commission Directive 97/37/EC for fibre labelling.
 

10.  Regulations on textile care labelling of new garments made of textile products and bedding etc. pursuant to section 3 and section 3a of the act of 18 December 1981, relating to the labelling of consumer goods etc. Issued by Royal Decree of 25 July 1975, as amended 4 September 1981 and 26 November 1996. Textile products covered by Annex I are based on textile products in Annex B and Annex C to regulation on Fibre Labelling of Textile Products which are in accordance with Council Directive 86/74/EC and Commission Directive 97/37/EC.
