Draft regulation on textile care labelling of textile products etc. 

Laid down by the Ministry of Children and Family Affairs ………in pursuance of section 3 and section 3 a of the Consumer Goods Labelling Act (No. 90 of 18 December 1981).  Amended 20 September 2002.

Section 1  Scope
  These Regulations comprise textile products mentioned in Annex I provided that the products are sold or are intended sold to consumers.

  The Regulations also include new garments made of other materials such as leather, plastic or similar materials.

  In cases of doubt the Ministry of Children and Family Affairs shall decide whether a product is covered by the Regulations.

Section 2  Definitions

  For the purpose of these Regulations the term:

a) consumer: means natural persons who do not act mainly as part of business.

b) labelling: means every woven, printed or in other way produced information accompanying the product.

c) textile products: mean all raw material, semi-manufactured or finished products which are exclusivly composed of textile fibres. Any product containing at least 80 per cent by weight of textile fibres shall also be regarded as a textile product.

d) garments: mean products suitable for wearing apparel.

Section 3  Textile care labelling
  Textile care labelling means:

a) Information as to how a normally soiled product should be washed, bleached, dry-cleaned, dried, ironed, pressed, mangled in order to become clean and at the same time retain its characteristics, so that the product may be used for its original purpose. Indication shall also be given as to whether the product must be washed separately in order to avoid colours staining other products.

b) Information to the effect that the product will not stand treatment normally considered part of rational textile care, but which would reduce substantially the normal use and satisfaction of the product in question.

Section 4  Mandatory labelling
  Products covered by these Regulations shall be provided with textile care labelling, cf. section 3.

Section 5  Informatiton in sale catalogues, advertisments and other presentation in writing.

  Information as mentioned in section 3 and in section 10 shall also be given when products are offered for sale in catalogues, advertisments and other presentation in writing, enabling the buyer to enter into an agreement, or to make an order without having seen the product.

Section 6  Labelling design
  The labelling shall accompany the product and shall be of a permanent nature (e.g. sewed-on textile labels).

  The labelling of textile products for the manufacture of finished goods (piece-goods) it will be sufficient that information on textile care is fastened to the product (e.g. using labels hung on the products).

  The information shall be indicated in a consentrated, clear, eyecatching and readily legible form. The Ministry may issue more detailed guidelines as to the placing of labels.

Section 7  Standardized symbols
The symbols in Norwegian Standard NS-ISO 3758 may be used. Other standardized symbols or texts in clear may used when there is reason to believe that the labelling will be understood by the consumers.

Section 8  Water temperature
When the labelling indicates washing, the highest recommendable water temperature shall be given.

Section 9  Dry-cleaning
A labelling indicating dry-cleaning, without further specification of the cleaning method, shall mean that cleaning by perchlorate ethylen (P-method) should be utilized. In other cases the cleaning method shall be indicated.

Section 10  Labelling of products which may not be cleaned
Products which after washing or dry-cleaning give no normal use value and satisfaction shall be labelled <<KAN IKKE RENGJØRES>> (may not be cleaned) in conspicuous lettering, set with min. 20 typographical points.

Section 11  Inadequate and inaccurate labelling
Products which are covered by these Regulations must not be offered for sale if they are not labelled in accordance with the Regulations or if the labelling contains inaccurate information 

concerning the product.

Section 12  Exemption Delegation

The Ministry may exempt certain products or groups of products from mandatory labelling.

Section 13  Delegation
The Ministry may delegate its powers under these Regulations to a specialist agency.

Section 14  Supervision
The Ministry shall designate who is to supervise compliance with these Regulations and may issue specific rules in respect of supervision.

The Ministry may issue testing specifications including rules for sampling as well as for analysing the samples taken.

Section 15  Entry into force
These Regulations shall enter into force on……... 

Regulations on Textile care labelling of new garments made of textile products and bedding issued 25 July 1975 shall be repealed as from the same date.
