Sale or delivery of fireworks. In these Regulations, the term “fireworks” shall refer to equipment or devices containing substances or compounds which, by ignition or otherwise, are intended to have effect in the form of light, sound, heat, gases or smoke, as a result of chemical reactions.

Regulation concerning public use and sale of fireworks is only allowed in the period from 28 December to 6 January, both days included, except for fireworks of Category 1, which may be used at any time of the year. Retail sale of fireworks of other categories is only allowed from accredited places of sale.

Producers and importers testing fireworks, persons who have been permitted to conduct fireworks displays and persons who have received a permit from a commissioner of police to use fireworks in connection with the theatre, cinema productions, etc., shall be exempted from the general prohibition of the use of fireworks outside the time limits provided for in the first paragraph.

The purpose of the proposed notification is to reduce the risk of accidents to the public user of fireworks. The delivery and use of constitute a considerable risk to the life and health of users and bystanders in the event of non-judicious delivery and use. Consequently, the purpose of the proposed regulations is to protect the public and the environment, including the interest of public safety. 
The regulation does not constitute significant barriers to trade and therefore does not need to be notified to the Secretariat of the WTO
