Provisions regarding labelling for electronic distribution of videograms

Provisions given by the Norwegian Board of Film Classification in accordance with Article 8-1 of the Provisions regarding film and videograms of 20th December 1999, no 1515.

Article 1 – Scope and definitions

These provisions give detailed instructions about labelling for the electronic retail of videograms from service providers in Norway.

Electronic retail of videograms in the context of these provisions, means distribution of videograms through telephone or cable networks or through wireless transmission where the person who orders can decide the starting time, including starting time within a limited time frame.

Service provider in the context of these provisions, means anyone who through enterprise established in Norway has the right to distribute videograms against a fee, electronically through networks to consumers.

The provisions do not apply to anyone who deals only with the technical provision of the distribution, such as cable companies, network or access providers etc.

Article 2 – License application

The service provider shall apply to the Norwegian Board of Film Classification for a license to publish electronic copies of the label for retail purposes. This is done on a designated form. On this form the Norwegian Board of Film Classification will be provided with sufficient documentation as to how the distribution platform will comply with the labelling requirements. The Norwegian Board of Film Classification can require other ways of providing labels if the Board finds that the employed or planned measures do not meet the labelling requirements.

Article 3 – Labelling requirements
The following information shall be made clearly known to anyone who orders the videogram before the order is final:

a) The videogram registration number from The Norwegian Board of Film Classification

b) Recommended age limit

c) Distributor responsible

d) The name and logo of the Norwegian Board of Film Classification (yellow logocolor RGB: R=239/G=173/B=0)

Article 4 - Only registered videograms can be distributed commercially

All videograms that are offered for sale shall be registered by the Norwegian Board of Film Classification. The distributor is responsible for such registration, and is liable for the content according to Article 7 of the Act.

Article 5 – Entry into force

These provisions enter into force on the 1st of July 2004.

� Videogram is the word used in the Norwegian provisions and has also been used in English translation of the legislation.
