Regulation concerning amendment of Regulation of 11 October 2004 No.1341 concerning life saving appliances on passenger ships.

Life saving appliances for Norwegian passenger ships in domestic trade

In general the regulation applies to passenger ships that are certified to carry more than 12 passengers in domestic trade. The regulation does not apply to passenger ships that are covered by Council Directive 98/18/EC on safety rules and standards for passenger ships. The draft regulation contains amendments regarding life saving appliances, including their launching appliances, which shall be provided on board Norwegian passenger ships on basis of the number passengers the ship is certified to carry and its trading area. The regulation contains amendments as regards the provisions concerning inter alia fast rescue boat, line throwing appliances, hand flares, radar transponder, two- way VHF radiotelephone apparatus, immersion suits and PA- system.

The Norwegian Maritime Directorate recognized the need for further amendments in the regulation. The amendments consist of clarifications, modifications of certain of the requirements in Regulations of 11 October 2004, further some of the requirements have been made more stringent and transitional provisions have been introduced.
