Draft Regulation amending Regulation 13 September 1999 No 1052 on seeds

§ 35 Treated seed

The treatment product must be approved by the Norwegian Food Safety Authority for seed treatment. Seed treated by a product not approved for use in Norway can be imported only on exemption from the Norwegian Food Safety Authority.

Treated seed, including imported seed and farm saved seed treated by approved facilities, cf. §3, must have a stick-on label on the packing. The Norwegian Food Safety Authority approves the label together with the approval of the seed treatment product. The text requirement for the label is specified in appendix A12.

The seed treatment product must be applied uniformly in the lot.

It is not allowed to sell treated seed in small packages for the consumer market.
