Regulation on transfer of oil on the open sea.

Ships transferring oil on the open sea in the territorial waters of Iceland must follow certain rules regarding that procedure and furthermore such transfer is forbidden in certain areas pending licenses. 
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8
The regulation sets certain restriction on the transfer of oil on the open sea in the territorial waters of Iceland. Ships must notify with at least 6 hours beforehand that they are going to transfer oil on the open sea. The notice shall specify the location, call numbers and names of the ships involved and so forth. The Coast Guard can forbid or stop the transfer of oil if it believes that a transfer of oil cargo can threaten the biosphere because of weather in the area and insufficient equipment. Transfer of oil will also be forbidden in certain areas except with a license from a appointed government agency.    
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The proposed regulations will be issued in accordance with subparagraph x of Article 6 of the Act against the pollution of the ocean and coasts, NO. 33/2004. The main purpose of the regulations is to ensure that the transfer of oil on the open sea proceeds without risk to the environment. 
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
