REGULATION

on microlights

Art. 1

Glossary

A microlight is an aircraft that has no more than two seats and a maximum VSO speed in landing configuration of 35 knots (65 km/h) indicated CAS and a maximum take-off mass no more than:

300 kg for a land microlight (landplane) with one seat, or

450 kg for a land microlight with two seats, or

330 kg for an amphibian microlight or a microlight with floats (floatplane) with one seat,

or

495 kg for an amphibian microlight or a microlight with floats with two seats, provided that the microlight can be used both as a microlight with floats and a land microlight such that it is within the limits of both categories with regard to maximum take-off mass, as applicable.

An aircraft without an engine, lighter than 70 kg is categorised as a microlight without an engine. An engine driven aircraft, lighter than 70 kg and take-off is by foot is categorised as a microlight without an engine. Parachutes are not categorised as microlights.
Art. 2

Scope

This regulation shall apply to all microlight flying in Iceland within Icelandic national airspace.

Art. 3

Operation

In order to operate an Icelandic microlight within Icelandic national airspace an operator of an engine driven microlight shall be a member of a microlight society that has been recognised by the Icelandic Civil Aviation Administration (CAA) and the engine driven microlight registered in a microlight registry of such a society.

The CAA shall, however, be authorised to issue a temporary license, for a maximum of 90 days, to a foreign party, provided that he has received training that the CAA deems equivalent to that of an Icelandic microlight pilot

Foreign engine driven microlights may only fly within Icelandic national airspace having obtained permission in advance from the CAA. Such a permit is only issued if the microlight meets the conditions of Articles 7, 8, 9, and 11 of this regulation and is insured as required by law.

Art. 4

Recognised microlight societies

Microlight societies shall be operated as non-profit associations. Membership of a microlight society shall be available to individuals wanting to own or operate a microlight and who meet the requirements of the society's or association's bylaws.

A microlight society shall apply for CAA recognition. An application shall provide detailed information regarding the following items:

a.
Applicant's name, address, Id. No. and telephone number.

b.
Applicant's nationality, form of association and name of Managers. In the instance of a limited liability company, shares shall be indicated and name of Board Directors. If ownership is partly foreign a specific account shall be made thereof. An account shall also be made of any kind of business enterprise that the applicant may be engaged in.
c.
Organisation of intended instruction in microlight flying, registration of microlights and internal control, providing an account of the competence of an appointed training and technical manager, flight instructors, and inspectors to undertake this work.

d.
The society’s articles of association and/or bylaws.

e.
Provide an account of the microlights that will be used for instruction and their ownership or right of disposal.

Furthermore, the following documents shall accompany an application:

a.
Manual of instruction and training which shall, furthermore, be subject to CAA approval. Flight instruction and training manual shall describe the following:
1.
organisation of engine driven microlight registration and issue of a permit to fly and inspections and control; 

2.
organisation of instruction and training;

3.
working rules for accepting instructors and examiners;

4.
working rules for accepting inspectors;

5.
other required working rules.

b.
Confirmation of legally required insurance.

c.
Appointment of training and technical manager responsible for instruction, examinations, registration, control and inspection of microlights. The appointment is subject to CAA approval and the training and technical manager is considered the CAA's special agent for the operation of a recognised microlight society.
Article 5

Recognition

Upon receiving an application with all the required documents the CAA reviews the application and the intended operation. The CAA may subject a recognition to any limitations that it deems necessary in any given instance. If the CAA deems that there are insufficient grounds for recognising an agent and/or the society's operation in some respect the CAA may withdraw its recognition temporarily or fully if it considers the basis for operating a society or association considerably lacking.

Article 6

Registration of microlights

All engine driven microlights that are operated within Icelandic national airspace shall be registered in the microlight registry of a recognised microlight society. An engin driven microlight shall be registered according to a written application from its owner. An application shall include reports necessary for registration and papers identifying the applicant as the microlight's owner, when it was built and by whom, along with documents on the microlight's fitness to fly and a statement on legally required insurance. Chapter III of the Aviation Act No. 60 10 June 1988 on the registration of aircraft shall apply to the registration of microlights, as applicable.

An engine driven microlight shall carry the registration mark of the society that registered it. Microlight society registration marks are allocated by the CAA. Registration and marking of microlights shall be, as applicable, according to rules for marking nationality and registration on Icelandic aircraft, cf. advertisement No. 176/1983, 
Article 7

Permit to fly 

Only those engine driven microlights may be operated that have a valid permit to fly from a microlight society recognised by the CAA. A permit to fly shall be valid for maximum 1 year.

The following information shall accompany an application for a permit to fly:

a.
Microlight society inspector's report on the microlight. 

b.
Thorough description of the microlight.

A permit to fly is no longer valid when:

a.
Ownership of a microlight changes.

b.
The microlight is damaged or has a considerable malfunction.

c.
The microlight is altered or its properties altered.
d.
If the CAA or a recognised microlight society determines that the microlight is no longer safe for operation.

e.
If legally stipulated insurances are no longer valid.

f.
If the microlight has not been inspected by an inspector of a recognised microlight society according to its instruction and training manual.

A permit to fly that is no longer valid shall be delivered to the microlight society within a month of its invalidation. The invalidation remains in force until the relevant defects have been corrected.

A microlight society is authorised to set specific conditions for the operation of a microlight in its permit to fly.

Article 8

Minimum microlight equipment

Engine driven microlights shall have minimum equipment from the producer according to its manual, producer directives or other data. Engine driven microlights shall be marked specifically in prominent places with the following text:  THIS AIRCRAFT DOES NOT MEET AIRWORTHINESS REQUIREMENTS. This placard shall be placed where it is easily seen by microlight operator and passenger.

Article 9

Maintenance of microlights

Owner or person having disposal of a microlight is responsible for its maintenance and fitness to fly according to this regulation and further instructions of a recognised microlight society to which that person belongs.

A recognised microlight society controls that registered engine driven microlights are fit to fly and provides inspections as required. The CAA shall always have access to microlights, their maintenance facility or station or recognised microlight society or association to inspect a microlight as well as documents regarding that microlight.

Anyone owning or using a microlight shall prove that the microlight meets the demands of this regulation, if required.

Article 10

Disclosure of information and justice

Information on all decisions in a recognised microlight society regarding microlights registration, their fitness to fly, results from training and examinations for microlight pilot certificates, instructor certificates, examiners and inspectors, maintenance and result of inspections shall be delivered to the CAA as soon as possible.

All decisions of a recognised microlight society according to Article 1 may be referred to the CAA for ruling according to provisions of the Administrative Procedures Act.

Article 11

Limitations on microlight flying

Microlights shall only be used for recreation or sports. It is prohibited to fly a microlight for commercial purposes, for transport or aerial work, nor for other work except instruction and training and examining. It is not permitted to fly a microlight with dangerous goods.
Article 12

Penalty

Violations of this regulation are subject to penalty according to Article 140 of the Aviation Act No. 60, 10 June 1998 with subsequent amendments.
Article 13

Entry into force

This regulation, which is set with reference to Article 145 of the Aviation Act No. 60, 10 June 1998 with subsequent amendments, replaces regulation No. 580/2001 on microlights. This Regulation shall enter into force immediately.
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
