Beverages in non-reusable packaging made of steel, aluminum, glass or plastic shall be subjected to a deposit and a handling fee, which is collected in custom for imported products and  parallel to commodity charge regarding packaging made in Iceland.

8 A deposit is set on products mentioned in section 6 to promote the proper handling of non-reusable beverage packaging and to minimize littering problems. The deposit is the same for reusable beverage packaging but a handling fee is also charge which is different according to the material and size of the beverage packaging. The handling of the fee is in the hands of an undertaking who is responsible to establish an efficient arrangement for the collection of packaging subjected to deposit and recycle the packaging or bring it for recycling or destruction.

The proposed parliamentary bill will reinstate a bill in respect of measures against pollution caused by non-reusable beverage packaging, in accordance with a letter of formal notice from the EFTA Surveillance Authority, dated 7 July 2004, regarding failure to notify draft technical regulations according to the Act referred to at point 1 of Chapter XIX of Annex II to the EEA Agreement, regulation No. 368/2000 on collection, recycling of and deposit on disposable containers. Since the deposit and handling fee is decided by law and not regulation it is the opinion of the Icelandic government that the law should also be notified. The main purpose of the bill is to ensure the right handling of non-reusable beverage packaging.
