Draft regulations amending regulation 7. November 2002 no. 1290 concerning feedingstuffs, regulation 8. July 1983 no. 1252 concerning production and marketing of food, regulation 21. December 1993 no. 1385 concerning labelling of food

 Genetically modified food and feed

 The draft regulations contain rules for authorisation, labelling and traceability of genetically modified food and feed. The draft is based upon EU´s regulations regarding GMOs (regulation (EC) no. 1829/2003, regulation (EC) no. 1830/2003, regulation (EC) no. 641/2004), but is not similar in all details.     

Genetically modified food and feed, including additives, flavourings and extraction solvents for use in foodstuffs, must be authorised by the Norwegian Food Authority. The obligation for authorisation does not apply to products covered by act 2. April 1993 no. 38 concerning genetically modified organisms and products which are produced with genetically modified organisms, but where the final product does not contain material from the original genetically modified material, including genetically modified processing aids as well as feedingstuffs and additives which have been treated with genetically modified processing aids. 

Products with maximum 0.5% or 0.9% presence of adventitious or technically unavoidable presence of genetically modified material, is exempt from the requirement for authorisation, on certain terms. 

The Norwegian Food Safety Authority may require methods of analysis, test material and traceability, etc. in connection with authorisation. 

There are transitional measures for products containing genetically modified organisms, which may be lawfully placed on the market according to existing Norwegian rules.

Genetically modified food and feed must be labelled as genetically modified. However, this does not apply to products where the amount of genetically modified material does not exceed 0.9% and the genetically modified material is approved by Norway or EU, or to products derived by means of genetically modified organisms, but where the end product does not contain material from the original genetically modified material, including genetically modified processing aids and food, feed and additives that are treated with genetically modified processing aids
