Regulations relating to restrictions on the use of chemicals dangerous to health and environment and other products.

Decabromodiphenyl ether may not be placed on the market or used as a substances or as a constituent of substances or of preparations containing more than 0,1 % by mass. Products may not be placed on the market if they, or flame-retarded parts thereof, contain this substance in concentration higher than 0,1 % by mass.

Products regulated in Commission Directive 2004/98/EC of 30 September 2004 amending Council Directive 76/769/EEC as regards restrictions on the marketing and use of  pentabromodiphenyl ether in aircraft emergency evacuation systems for the purpose of adapting its Annex I to technical progress.

The regulations main content is prohibitions against placing decabromodiphenyl ether and preparations and products containing more than 0,1 % by mass of this substance on the market after 1.7.2006. Decabromo​diphenyl ether used in means of transport is exempted from the prohibition.

Restrictions on the marketing and use of pentabromodiphenyl ether in aircraft emergency evacuation systems are exempted from the general restriction in Directive 2003/11/EC until 31 March 2006.

· Decabromodiphenyl ether is a chemical substance of very high concern due to its hazardous properties for the health and environment. Restrictions of the use of the substance are needed to reduce or avoid risks to the environment and to human health. Deca-BDE has recently been found in birds (glaucous gull) and polar bears in Artic areas. This documents its potential for long-range transport since there are no local sources of releases of decabromodiphenyl ether here.
· It is a follow-up of the Norwegian action plan to reduce the emission of brominated flame retardants which was adopted by the Storting, cf. The Government's Environmental Policy and The State of the Environment – Report to the Storting (2002-2003).
