The draft Regulations apply for “Hardangermoreller” (Sweet cherries from Hardanger) as a protected designation of origin.

”Hardangermoreller” designates Hardanger grown sweet cherries (Prunus Avium) of the following cultivars: Chelan, Giorgia, Kristin, Lapins, Moreau, Regina, Samba, Skeena, Techlovan, Ulster and Van. 
”Hardangermoreller” must meet specifications for each cherry cultivar with regard to size, colour and taste, and fulfil minimum quality standards for size, colour and soluble solids content. 
”Hardangermoreller” must be unblemished and have stems.
