Norway has prepared a draft regulation in order to implement Regulation (EC) No 2003/2003 of the European Parliament and of the Council related to fertilisers, as amended by Regulation (EC) No 2076/2004. Two national requirements are included in the draft regulation. 

1) Requirement for the responsible manufacture to have internal control systems (§§ 4 and 5). 

2) All products that are subject to Regulations 2003/20003 shall be registered by the manufacture responsibe to Norwegian food safety authority before commencement of marketing and sale (§ 6).

 

9. 

Internal control systems are considered the most effective way to prevent lack of conformity concerning quality and labelling requirements. Audits are also the up-to-date control methodology for official control in most subjects, and a majority of the manufactures have already an internal control system in place.

The requirement concerning notification of products has already been notified to ESA (registration number 98/9001/N) and is therefore continued in this draft regulation. In order to have an effective control, the control authority needs information in advanced on which products that are placed on the marked as EC- fertilisers and who is responsible for them.
