 The Regulation applies to all Norwegian cargo ships and lighters/barges applies to the carriage of dangerous cargoes. Reference is made to chapter VII of the International Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea (SOLAS 1974),  the Code of Safe Practice for Solid Bulk Cargoes (BC Code), the Code for the Construction and Equipment of Ships Carrying Dangerous Chemicals in Bulk (BCH Code), Directive 2002/59/EC establishing a Community vessel traffic and monitoring and information system,  the Code for the Construction and Equipment of Ships Carrying Liquefied Gases in Bulk (GC Code),  the Code for Existing Ships Carrying Liquefied Gases in Bulk(Gas Code for existing gas carriers),  the International Code for the Construction and Equipment of Ships Carrying Dangerous Chemicals in Bulk (IBC Code), the International Code for the Construction and Equipment of Ships Carrying Liquefied Gases in Bulk (IGC Code), the International Maritime Dangerous Goods Code (IMDG Code) and the International Code for the Safe Carriage of Packaged Irradiated Nuclear Fuel, Plutonium and High-Level Radioactive Wastes on Board Ships (INF Code).
