Norway would like to establish the possibility of off-label use of pesticides in Norway, similar to the Article 9 of Council Directive 91/414/EEC, which establishes off-label approval in the EU. 

Draft rules relating to testing of sprayers for plant protection products was notified in 2003 (2004/9004/N). Substantial amendmends have been made to the draft, taking into account comments made by the Commission, the EFTA Surveillance Authority and Sweden. Due to the substantial nature of the amendments, Norway has decided to notify the revised draft.

Additional safety phrases for both environmental hazard labelling and human risk labelling are introduced. These are necessary because pesticides are used in another way than many other chemicals.
