 The provisions specify how transfers of electronic records for permanent preservation at The National Archives of Norway should be organized and documented.

The provisions specifies the standardized data formats which are to be used in transfers of records and the technical documentation which has to accompany these transfers in order to make them interpretable for the future.

 Records of archival value cannot be preserved within the database systems which were originally used to manage them. To be accessible for the future, electronic records must be exported from their original systems in standardized (application independant) formats. Archive extracts from databases must also be properly documented to enable later regeneration of datasets.
