Regulation relating to changes in regulation 1 June 2004 no 922 relating to restrictions on the use of chemicals dangerous to health and environment and other products (the product regulation)

Each year in Norway 40 to 60 children become seriously ill as a result of drinking antifreeze containing ethylene glycol. In order to protect children from drinking antifreeze containing ethylene glycol the Norwegian Authorities propose the attached regulation.

8. 

 The regulation proposes that antifreeze containing ethylene glycol that is manufactured, imported, exported and/or placed on the market for private use is packed in packaging with child-resistant closures. It is also proposed that an additive with a bitter taste is added to the antifreeze, in order to prevent people from drinking the product. Packaging for antifreeze containing ethylene glycol that is manufactured, imported, exported and/or placed on the market for private use and that contains 25 % or more ethylene glycol shall be labelled with easy to read and durable print stating “Death or kidney damage may result from drinking the contents”.

9. 

 40-60 children in Norway become seriously ill each year after drinking antifreeze containing ethylene glycol. Just 10-15 ml of ethylene glycol can result in life-threatening poisoning to children. Antifreeze is tempting for children because of its sweet taste. Today there are no regulatory requirements for child-resistant packaging or safety labelling.
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
