Regulation relating to changes in regulation 1 June 2004 no 922 relating to restrictions on the use of chemicals dangerous to health and environment and other products (the product regulation)
Laid down by the Ministry of Environment on xx xx xxxx pursuant to Act 11 June 1979 relating to the Control of Products and Consumer Services (the Product Control Act) § 4, cf. regulation 5 August 1977 no 2 relating to follow up of Act regarding Control of Products and Consumer Services and resolution 7 September 1990 no 730. § 3-x. Antifreeze containing ethylene glycol
Anti-freeze containing ethylene glycol that is manufactured, imported, exported and/or placed on the market for private use, shall be packed in packaging with child-resistant closures in accordance with the requirements pursuant to Annex V article 2.2. in the Norwegian regulation of 16 July 2002 no 1139 relating to classification and labelling of dangerous chemicals.
An additive with a bitter taste shall be added to the antifreeze mentioned in the first paragraph in order to prevent the product from being drunk.

All packaging for antifreeze containing ethylene glycol that is manufactured, imported, exported and/or placed on the market for private use shall be labelled with easy to read and durable print stating ”Keep out of the reach of the children”.
Packaging for antifreeze containing ethylene glycol that is manufactured, imported, exported and/or placed on the market for private use and that contains 25% or more ethylene glycol shall be labelled with easy to read and durable print stating that ”Death or kidney damage may result from drinking the contents”. This labelling requirement applies in addition to regulations governing the labelling of health, environment, fire and explosion hazards.
Antifreeze containing ethylene glycol that is placed on the market for private use before 1 January 2006 can without regard to the above requirements be sold until 1 July 2006.

II

This regulation enters into force immediately.
