8. The addition of vitamins, minerals, amino acids and fatty acids to foods including drinking water is subject to licensing by the Food and Environmental Agency. In making its decision, the agency shall especially evaluate whether consumption of the product, with the relevant additive or additives, is likely to cause health damage. The Food and Environmental Agency may set conditions in a licence for the addition of vitamins, minerals, amino acids and fatty acids to foods and drinking water, for example, regarding special product labelling.

9 The goal of this regulation is to ensure that the addition of vitamins, minerals, amino acids and fatty acids to foods does not result in damage to health. It may be necessary to point out in labeling that consuming of large amount of certain additives vitamins, minerals, amino acids and fatty acids of may cause harm to certain groups or individuals.
