Draft 

Draft regulation
on the addition of vitamins, minerals, amino acids and fatty acids to foods.

Article 1
Scope
This regulation applies to the addition of vitamins, minerals, amino acids and fatty acids to  foods.

Article 2
Goal

The goal of this regulation is to ensure that the addition of vitamins, minerals, amino acids and fatty acids to  foods does not result in damage to health.

Article 3

 The addition  of vitamins, minerals, amino acids and fatty acids to foods  is subject to licensing by the Food and Environmental Agency. In making its decision, the agency shall especially evaluate whether consumption of the product with the relevant  vitamin, mineral, amino acids or fatty acid is likely to cause damage  to health.

The Food and Environmental Agency may set conditions in a licence for the addition of of vitamins, minerals, amino acids and fatty acids to foods, for example, regarding special product labelling.


Article 4
Monitoring

Public health committees, under the supervision of the Food and Environmental Agency, monitor that the provisions of this regulation are followed.


Article 5
Enforcement remedies

Jurisdiction and enforcement remedies are governed by Article 30 of the Act on food, No. 93/1995, as amended, cf. also the Act on hygiene and antipollution measures, No. 7/1998.


Article 6
Sanctions

Sanctions are governed by Article 31 of the Act on food, No. 93/1995, cf. also the Act on hygiene and antipollution measures, No. 7/1998.

Article 7
Entry into force

This regulation is set under the authority of Articles 17 and 18 of the Act on food, No. 93/1995, cf. also the Act on hygiene and antipollution measures, No. 7/1998, as amended. This regulation has been notified in accordance with the provisions of Directive 98/34/EC laying down a procedure for the provision of information in the field of technical standards and regulations. The regulation enters into force upon publication.
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
