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Draft regulation on claims on labels, advertisements and presentation of foodstuffs.

The proposed regulation will apply to labelling, advertising and presentation of foodstuffs that are deliverd to consumers.

When labelling, advertising and presenting foodstuffs to consumers it shall only be permissible to make those claims according to Article 6 in the regulation or claims that have been approved by other regulation on nutrition labeling (directive 90/496, directive 79/112 and directive 2003/120). Artical 6 sets forward criteria for labeling foodstuff as low fat, low calories, low sugar, sugar free, fiber-rich, salt, caffeine free, alcohol free. According to Article 5 an importer or producer can also apply for a permit from the Environment and Food agency for the use of claims other than those presented in Article 6. It will be in the hands of Environmental and Health protection Committies to supervise the compliance of the Regulation.
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The objective of this Regulation is to ensure that claims on the nature and characteristics of foodstuffs as presented in the labelling, advertising and presentation of these foodstuffs shall be based on valid arguments and shall not  mislead  the consumers.
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
