Regulations relating to aircraft that are not regulated under EASA Regulation BSL B 2-5 and other provisions.  

Laid down by the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority on … 2006 pursuant to sections   4-1 and 15-4 of the Act relating to aviation (the Aviation Act (Norway)), cf. decision of 10 December 1999 No, 1273 relating to delegation of authority to the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority pursuant to the Aviation Act. 

§ 1. Purpose

The purpose of the Regulations is to stipulate technical requirements for aircraft that are not regulated by the EASA Regulation and for certain of other aircraft. 

§ 2. Definitions

(1) The definitions contained in appendix 1 to the regulation documentation apply to these regulations. 

(2) For the purposes of these Regulations:

a) The EASA Regulation shall be understood to mean:  Regulation No. 459 of 23 May 2005 on the implementation of EC Regulation 1592/2002 of 15 July 2002 concerning common rules for civil aviation and the establishment of a European Aviation Safety Agency, EC Regulation 1643/2003 of 22 July 2003 and EC Regulation 1701/2003 of 24 September 2003 concerning amendment of EC Regulation 1592/2002, and EC Regulation 104/2004 of  22 January 2004 on the establishment of rules for the organisation and composition of an appeals body for the European Aviation Safety Agency under Norwegian law;

b) The Principal Regulation shall be understood to mean: EC Regulation 1592/2002 of 15 July 2002 on common rules for civil aviation and the establishment of a European Aviation Safety Agency, with appendices;

c) The Certification Regulation shall be understood to mean: EC Regulation 1702/2003 of  24 September 2003 Commission Regulation (EC) No 1702/2003 of 24 September 2003 laying down implementing rules for the airworthiness and environmental certification of aircraft and related products, parts and appliances, as well as for the certification of design and production organisations, with appendices.  

d) The Maintenance Regulation shall be understood to mean: EC Regulation 2042/2003 of 20 November 2003 on the continuing airworthiness of aircraft and aeronautical products, parts and appliances, and on the approval of organisations and personnel involved in these tasks, with appendices;

e) Annex II shall be understood to mean: appendices to the Principal Regulation;

f) EASA shall be understood to mean: the European Aviation Safety Agency.

§ 3. Area of application

(1) The Regulations apply to aircraft that are mentioned in the Principal Regulation, article 1, no. 2,  and Annex II. The Regulations also apply to microlight aircraft other than those mentioned in Annex II and to aircraft that are not approved by EASA.

(2) The Regulations do not apply to aircraft that are Norwegian military aircraft as provided for in section 17-2 of the Aviation Act (Norway) . 

(3) The Regulations do not apply to aircraft with a maximum permitted take-off mass of less than 20 kg. 

§ 4. Application of the Regulation to aircraft with a low speed and low weight etc. 

(1) The Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority stipulates technical requirements in each case for aircraft with a stalling speed or a minimum steady flight speed in landing configuration not exceeding 35 knots calibrated air speed (CAS), and with a maximum of two seats and a maximum take-off mass not exceeding:

(i) 300 kg for a land plane, single seater; or 

(ii) 450 kg for a land plane, two-seater; or 

(iii) 330 kg for amphibian or floatplane single seater: or 

(iv) 495 kg for an amphibian or floatplane two-seater. 

(2) The Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority also stipulates technical requirements in each case for:

(i) gliders with a structural mass of less than 80 kg when single seater; or

(ii) gliders with a structural mass of less than 100 kg when a two-seater; or

(iii) unmanned aircraft with an operating mass of less than 150 kg; or

(iv) any other aircraft with a total mass without pilot of less than 70 kg. 

(3) The Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority also stipulates technical requirements in each case for other light aircraft than those mentioned in the first and second clauses above. 

(4) The technical requirements for aircraft mentioned in the first, second and third clauses are stipulated in sections 5-11.

§ 5. Import of aircraft to Norway

(1) The Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority shall approve aircraft to be imported to Norway, with the exception of aircraft mentioned in section 4.

(2) Before an aircraft is imported to Norway an application for permission to import the aircraft shall be sent to the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority. 
(3) The application shall contain technical documentation relating to the aircraft and the aircraft type. Technical documentation shall be in accordance with specifications issued  by the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority in each case. Documentation shall be in English or a Scandinavian language. 

§ 6. Airworthiness and environmental certification of aircraft and classification 

(1) The Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority issues airworthiness and environmental certification on the basis of an application from an owner or user. 

(2) The Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority classifies aircraft in three classes: Normal, Special or Experimental. This does not apply to aircraft mentioned in section 4. 

§ 7. Flight Manual 

(1) Aircraft registered in the Norwegian Register of Aircraft and aircraft mentioned in section   4, first and third paragraph, shall have a Flight Manual explaining the operation of the aircraft and specifying its equipment.   

(2) The Flight Manual and related documentation shall be approved by the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority. This does not apply to aircraft mentioned in section 4, first and third paragraph. 

(3) The Flight Manual may be prepared by the owner or user.  

(4) Amendments of the Fight Manual and related documentation shall be approved by the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority. This does not apply to aircraft mentioned in section 4, first and third paragraph.

(5) The Flight Manual and related documentation shall be kept onboard the aircraft during flight.  

§ 8. Mass and balance

(1) Aircraft classified as Normal or Special are required to meet the requirements relating to mass and balance contained in the regulations governing mass and balance.  

(2) Aircraft mentioned in section 4, first and third paragraph, are required to have a weight certificate, a centre of gravity calculation and loading instructions. Weighing shall be carried out every tenth year.  

(3) The Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority stipulates requirements relating to mass and balance for aircraft classified as Experimental based on the regulations governing mass and balance.
(4) Further requirements concerning mass and balance may be stipulated by the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority in order to ensure that aircraft are in a continuous state of airworthiness. 

§ 9. Construction related to the modification  and repair of aviation material
(1) In the case of major modifications or major repairs of aircraft classified as Normal or  Special, the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority shall approve the documentation and the organisation or person who has drawn up the documentation.  

(2) In the case of minor modifications or minor repairs of aircraft classified as Normal or  Special, the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority shall approve the organisation or person who is to draw up the documentation. The same applies to major modifications and major repairs of aircraft classified as Experimental. 

(3) In the case of minor modifications and minor repairs of aircraft classified as Experimental, documentation may be drawn up without the approval mentioned in the first and second clauses above. 

(4) In the case of construction related to the modification and repair of aviation material for aircraft classified as Normal or Special, the Certification Regulation, part 21, section  (subpart) A, D, E, J and M shall apply. 

(5) In the case of aircraft mentioned in Annex II (c), requirements pursuant to the Self-Assembly Regulations shall also apply.  

(6) In the case of the construction of aviation material for aircraft mentioned in Annex II e), f), g) and h), and in the case of the construction of aviation material for other microlight   aircraft, the certification regulations contained in CS-VLA and CS-VLR.

(7) Further requirements concerning construction related to the modification and repair of aviation material may be stipulated by the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority in order to ensure that aviation material is in a continuous state of airworthiness.  

§ 10. Production related to the modification and repair of aviation material 

(1) In the case of the production of aviation material for aircraft classified as Normal or  Special, the material used shall be of approved aviation quality. Production may only be performed by organisations or persons approved by the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority. 

(2) In the case of the production of aviation material for aircraft classified as Experimental, the material used shall be of approved aviation quality. The production of aviation material shall be approved by the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority. 

(3) In the case of production related to the modification and repair of aviation material for aircraft classified as Normal or Special, the Certification Regulation, part 21, section  (subpart) A, F and G shall apply. 

(4) In the case of self-assembled aircraft as mentioned in Annex II (c), the Self-Assembly Regulations shall apply.  

(5) The production of aviation material for aircraft as mentioned in Annex II e), f), g) and h) and the production of aviation material for other light aircraft shall take place in a safe and appropriate manner. 

(6) ) Further requirements concerning the production of aviation material may be stipulated by the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority in order to ensure that aviation material is in a continuous state of airworthiness.  

§ 11. Maintenance of aviation material
(1) Aircraft shall be maintained in accordance with the Maintenance Regulations (non-commercial). Aircraft to be used for commercial purposes shall be maintained in accordance with the Maintenance Regulations (commercial).  The provisions of the first and second paragraphs doe not apply to aircraft mentioned in section 4.

(2) Aircraft as mentioned in the Principal Regulation, article 1 no. 2, shall be maintained in accordance with the Maintenance Regulations (commercial). 

(3) Aircraft as mentioned in Annex II e), f), g) and h), and other light aircraft, shall be maintained in accordance with the manufacturer’s maintenance programme or maintenance instructions. 

(4) Further requirements concerning maintenance and maintenance organisations may be stipulated by the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority in order to ensure that aviation material is in a continuous state of airworthiness. 

§ 12. Dispensation

In special circumstances, the Norwegian Civil Aviation Authority may grant dispensation from the provisions of these Regulations. 

§ 13. Entry into force and repeal

These Regulations come into effect from 1 August 2006. With effect from the same date the Regulations of 10 May 1985, No. 4156, relating to aviation material of a special nature, microlight aviation material, BSL B 5-3, are repealed.
