Motor Vehicles – Changes in the definition regarding car- and trailer manufacturer (section 10-2), more distinct rules regarding the changes of chassis numbers and specification of a vehicles’ maximum weight (sections 6-2, 6-3, 6-4 and 6-9). Furthermore minor changes regarding the general requirements to documentation regarding individual approval of vehicles (section 10-1) and a clarification of the area of application/ranges of use regarding the requirements to underrun protection on vehicles (section 33-3).

Section 10-2: The definition of manufacturer is suggested to be harmonised with the definition on the type approval directive, 70/156/EEC, as amended in 92/53/EEC, and also compared to the suggested changes in COM 2003/418. It also means that the definition of manufacturer will be connected to the one who has in fact constructed and built the vehicle.

The suggested changes will also result in restrictions regarding the importers possibility to guarantee for the maximum total weight on behalf of the manufacturer while the amendment suggests a definition of who may be considered the ‘manufactures representative’. Furthermore; the control of the given documents is suggested specialised.

Section 6-4: The proposal emphasises that the main rule is that a vehicle that has obtained a chassis number (VIN) will keep this number throughout its existence. Furthermore, the proposal introduces a requirement that car and trailer to car shall have a chassis number according to the VIN-system. In addition there is a condition for approval that the manufacturer according to section 10-2 has his own WMI-code in the chassis number (VIN).

Section 10-1: The proposal suggest that the manufacturer is the one who is familiar with the construction of the vehicle and therefore should be involved with the changes regarding the increase of maximum weight. If the production of the vehicle is done multi-step and if the vehicle is assembled, the vehicle will often consist of parts from more than one producer. It will then be necessary to require documentation that can verify that the guarantees have been given according to proper knowledge to all components.

Sections 6-2, 6-3, 6-9, and 33-3: Minor changes  

 

9. 

the amendment is introduced to increase traffic safety demands on vehicles by introducing more stringent regulations regarding who may be considered ‘manufacturer’ and thereby who may present documentation regarding the increase of maximum weight. Furthermore, it is introduced to harmonise with the EEC type approval regulations.
